W ho raised Jesusfrom the dead?

| would like to address your
question of who raised Jesus
from the dead, with the an-
swer that God the Father, Je-
susthe Son and the Holy
Spirit each played apart in the
resurrection. Remember that
God the Father, Jesusthe Son
and the Holy Spirit are actu-
aly threein oneworking unit
of the Godhead.

T he obviousfollow-up ques-
tion is"Who, within the Trin-
ity, raised Jesusfrom the
grave? Here, thingsbecome
interesting, because at differ-
ent places, the Bible ascribes
theraising of Jesusto each of
the three members of the
Trinity: God the Father, Son,
and Holy Spirit

L et usfirst start with God.
Whereweread, "God raised
Jesus," we should certainly take
thisasareferenceto God the Fa
ther. Thisemphasizesanumber
of things. First, it isthe God to
whom Jesus cried, and into whose
hands Jesus committed his Spirit,
who raised him from the dead. In
Matthew 27:43, we read of the
chief priestsmocking Jesus. "He
trustsin God; let God deliver him
now, if he desireshim. For he
said, 'l am the Son of God.™ By
theresurrection, Jesus clamsre-
garding hisrelationship as Son to
the Father were proved to be true,
and God the Father was proved to
be faithful to all who trust in him.
Moreover, Peter could say, "The

God of our fathersraised Jesus,
whom you killed by hanging him
on atree" (Acts5:30), sothat the
resurrection was a proof that the
Old Testament isfulfilled by the
risen Christ.

T he second person to raise Jesus
from the dead is himself. Jesus
own power as Second Person of
the Godhead. T hisisin keeping
with the power he claimed to
Marthaat thetomb of L azarus: "I
am theresurrection and the

life" (In. 11:25). Jesus said in John
10:17-18 "1 lay down my lifethat |
may take it up again... | have au-
thority to lay it down, and | have

authority to takeit up again. This
charge | havereceived from my
Father." Hebrews 7:16 saysthat
Jesuslivesfor ever because he
possesses "the power of an inde-
structible life.” The point isthat
being the ever-living divine Son,
the Alphaand Omega, death
could not hold Jesus, and there-
fore death cannot hold those who
belong to Jesusin faith. Alsoin
Revelation 1:18 Jesus said, "1 am
Hewho lives, and was dead, and
behold, | am alive forevermore.
Amen. And | havethekeys of
Hadesand of D eath.”



Now lastly, the Bible also ascribes Spirit, isto experience aspiritual 3. We can be certain of our resur-

Christ'sresurrection to the Holy
Spirit raising Jesus from the dead.
Romans 1:4 saysthat Jesus"was
declared to be the Son of God in
power according to the Spirit of
holiness by hisresurrection from
thedead" (Rom. 1:4). Romans
8:11 also says, "If the Spirit of him
who raised Jesus from the dead
dwellsin you, hewho raised
Christ Jesusfrom the dead will
also givelife to your mortal bodies
through his Spirit who dwellsin
you." T he point is made evident
right there, that the Spirit'swork
in our livesisanalogousto his
work in raising Jesusfrom the
dead. T o be born again by the

resurrection.

Every aspect of the Trinity shared
the ministry of Jesuslife, death,
resurrection and Hisfuturereturn
to defeat the antichrist.

Jesus resurrection isthe key to
the Christian faith.

Sol went tothewindow to see if | could
see him and | couldn’t. Wondering wherethe bullet went and trying to catch my breath |
thought, | started to look around my apartment and my gold chain fell off. When | looked
down at it,it wasred. | reached down to pick it up and noticed blood coming out of my
sleeves. | opened my jacket to see a lot of blood and a nickel sized holein the center of my
chest. | wasshot point blank with a 45 caliber hand gun, which isone of the most powerful
hand guns. God kept me calm and | dialed 911. | was simply just waiting to die.| knew | had
cometotheend of theroad. When the paramedics got there they did what they do and we
were off tothe hospital. Still awake, all | could doissay, “Jesus|'m sorry”. | knew | had got
myself in an unfixable situation. But God save my life and | am still here 13 years after the
shooting. | am alive, walking, talking and preaching because God saw fit to save my life. |
always asked God to show me a miracle, and the truth is, that he always had shown His
power in my life. I've got areason to believe in miracles and I've got a reason to praise the
Lord.

|'m Not A Chitlin’!

One Sunday afternoon while driving home from church, | put in my “Donnie McClurkin .. .Again” CD. Pastor
McClurkin is my favorite recording artist and as a result, all three of my children know all of the words to all of
his songs — even my youngest. This particular afternoon, we were listening to “I'm Walking.” The second verse
says:

We're children of the most high God,
Understanding and believe His word.
We never have to beg or plead,
‘Cause our Father will supply our needs.

In her exuberance (it’s her favorite Pastor Donnie song), my younger daughter mistakenly sang “We're chitlins
of the most high God.” After we finished screaming with laughter, my older daughter and | teased her something
awful. “If you want tobe a chitlin' you goright ahead,®° we said. 2I'm a child.°

We all know what chitlins are. In times of slavery, it's what the slaves got after the pig was killed, the
left-overs — namely, the intestines, the feet, the snout and a very few other parts. No respectable person would
eat the chitlins (chitterlings). The slaves got them because they weren't good enough. They weren't worth the
good meat. And so many times, we feel like the left-overs. We feel like we get God's left-overs, because He's
given His best to Bishop Blake and the entire Winans family.

But you must remember this - God sees you through the blood of Jesus. You arewashed clean in
Hisblood. The past isgone, Hedoesn't seeit. Heonly seesyou clean. All of us have made bad decision,
unwise choices and down right silly and stupid mistakes. It can make us feel like the left-overs, the ones who
never get it right.

Romans 5:8 (N1V)
But God demonstrates his own lovefor usin this: Whilewewerestill sinners, Christ died for us.

It's hard sometimes to remember that Jesus died for us when we look at cramped living situation, cars that only
work occasionally, bank accounts that never quite have enough in them to cover all the bills, people who stress us
and families that are never as good or as normal as we'd like them to be. We can feel like the left-overs. It's hard
toremember that Jesus died for us when the world tells women that if we don't look like a size 0% supermodel
with perfect teeth and long flowing hair that we must not be worth much (Sisters —they're airbrushed! They
don't look like that either!). The world says you're only a 2real man® if you have a certain kind of job that pays
you a certain amount of money, drive a certain car and have a certain woman on your arm (think of the touched-
up supermodel). It's hard for ustoremember that Jesus died for us when the world is constantly telling us how
inferior we are. We can feel like the left-overs. It's easy tolet thisworld tell you that you're not good enough,
that you're not attractive enough, that you're not smart enough. And it's easy tothink the world isright. But
you were worth enough that Jesus died for you.

John 3:16 (KJV)

For God so loved theworld that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever beliveth in Him should not perish,
but have everlasting life.

Because Jesus wasn't beaten all night long for a chitlin. He didn't wear a crown of thorns for a chitlin. He didn't
hang on a cross in agony for a chitlin. He didn't conquer death for a chitlin. He doesn't sit at the right hand of
the throne to constantly intercede for a chitlin. He didn't do everything He did for a chitlin, for a left-over, for
something that isn't important. Hedid it for YOU. You are soimportant to Him that He endured everything,
anything that you could be saved.

Because I'm not a chitlin. I'm a child.
